28th November, 1967. -

An Act to provile for (be treatwment and traing of
habiteal offenders, '

It is hereby enacted inthe Eighteenth Year of the Republic of India
as follows :— '

CHAPTER 1
PRELIMINARY

Short title, extent and commencement.—1. (/) This Act may be
called the Nagaland Habitual offenders Act, 1567,

(3) Tt extends to the whole of the Siate of Nagaland.

(3) ‘It shall come into force on such date as the State Government
may by notification in the Official Gazelte appoint.

Definition.—2, In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires jms

() ‘corrcctive settlement’ means any -plece established, approved or
. . certified as a corrective-settlement under section 13 ;

(b) ‘habitual offender’ means 2 person who during apy continuous
period of five years, whether before or after the commencement of

-+ this Act or partly after such commencement of this Act, has been
sentenced on conviction on not less than three cccasions since he
attained the age of eighteen years to a substantive term of
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imprisonment for any one or more of the scheduled offences
committed on different occasions and not so connected together
as to form parts ef the same transaction, such sentence not having
been reserved in appeal or on revision

Provided that in computing the continuous period of five years referred
1o above any period spent in jail either under a sentence of imprisonment or
under detention shall not be taken into account ;

(¢) ‘prescribed’ means prescribed by rules made under this Act;

() ‘registered offender® means a habitual offender registered or
re-registered under this Act ;

{e) ‘scheduled offence’ means an offence specified in the schedule or
an offence analogous thereto.

CHAPTER 11

REGISTRATION OF HABITUAL OFFENDERS AND
RESTRICTION ON THEIR MOVEMENTS

Power of State Government to direct registration of habitual
affenders,—3. The State Government may direct the Deputy Commissioner
to make a register of habitual offenders withio his‘district by entering therein
the names and other prescribed particulars of such offenders.

- 4. For the purpose of carrying out, the direction given under section 3
the Deputy Commissioner or any officer appointed by him in this behalf shall,
by notice in the prescribed form to be served in the prescrlbcd manner, call
upon every habitua] offender in the district—

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Provided that the name and other prescribed particulars of a habitual
offender shall not be cntered in ithe register unless he has been afforded
reasonable opportunity of showing cause why such entry should not be
made. -

Charge of register and alterations therein.—5. (/) The register

“shall "beTplaced’in’the keeping of the Superintendent of Police who shall front

" time to time, report 10 the Deputy Commissioner any alterations which
ought in his openion to be made therein, ;

(2) After the register has been placed in thé keepiiig of the
Superintendent- of Police, no fresh entry shall be fide in the register, nor
shall any entry be cancelled, except by, or under an order in wrmng .of; . the
Deputy Commissioner. _ .

Migration of offender from one to another district :—

of the othcr district. about such change and at the same time furnish him
wuh the name and oiher particulars of the registered offender. -

© (2) Onthe receipt of such information the Dcputy Commnsswner
of the other district shall enter in his register the name and other pamculars
of the. registered offender and inform the Deputy Commissioner’ of the
first district:- d.bo‘l.lt such registration  and . thereupon such Deputy
Commlssmner shall canccl from his register the entry relating to that
offender :

Prowded thal wheie a rcglstered offender changes his ordinary
residence to another district outside this State, Deputy Commnss:oner of the
first district shall, while furmshmg the Dlstnct Mag;strate “of the other
djstrict with the name and other part:culars of the rcglstered oﬁ'cnder
make a request to that District’ Magistrate that he may be mformed of thc
steps, if any, which may have been taken in relation to the oﬁ‘ender under
.any law for the time being in force in that other district and upon the receipt
of such information the. Deputy Commlsstoner of the first- dmtnct shall
cancel from his register the entry relating to that offender,

(3) Upon the entry of the name and other particulass 01‘ a reglstcrcd

~_Duration of registration and re-registration of habitual offenders.—
9. (I) The Tegistration of a habitual offeader under this Act shall, unless

carlier cancelled, cease to be in force on the expiry of five years from the date

of such registration and on such cancellation or explry the habitual offender
shall cease to be a regisiered ofender,

CHAPTER 1V
PENALTIES AND PROCEDURE

Penalty for failure to comply with certain provisions of the
Act.—16. A habitual offender who without lawful excuse, the burden of
providing which shall lie upon him—

(@) fails to:appear in compliance with a notice issued under
section 4, or

(6) intentionally "omits to furnish any information required under that
section or furnishes as true any information which he knows, or
has reason to belleve to be false or does not believe to be true,
or

(¢) refuses to allow his finger and palm im[ire'ssions, foot prints and
photographs to be taken by any person “acting under an order
passed under sectlon 6 or

(d) fails to cornply with the provisions of sub-section (}') or with
" an order of the Deputy -Commiissioner under sub—secnon (2) of
section 7 or with an order of the State Government under section

11, may be arrested without warrant and shall bz punishable—

'(:) on first con\ucuon with 1mpnsonment for a term which may
extend’ to six months or with fine whlch may extend to two
hundred rupees or with both, and

(f) on a second or subsegient comviction, with imprisonment
for a term which' may extend to on:z year or with fine which
may extend to five hundred rupees or with both :

Provided that if lhc court after lakmg into consideration the offender’s
age and physical and’ "riental condmnn ‘and his sunablhty for recemng
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training of corrective character in a corrective settlement i satisfied that it
is expedient witha view to his reformation and the prevention of crime
that he should receive training of a correetive character for a substantial
time the court may in lieu of sentencing the offender .to any punishment
under this section, direct, after giving him an opportunity . of showing cause,
that he shall receive corrective training in 2 corrective settlement for such
term not exceeding three years as it may determine,

Arrest of persons outside restriction area or corrective homes,—
17. 1f any person—

(@) is found outside the areato which his movements have been
restricted, in contravention of the conditions under which he is
permitted to leave such area, or

(b) escapes from any corrective settlement in which he is placed, he
may be arrested withoui warrant by a police officer, village
beadman or village authorities and taken before a Magistrate
who, on proof on the facts, may order him to be removed to
such area or to such corrective settlement there to be dealt with
in accordance with this Act and the rules made thereunder.

- CHAPTER V
MISCELLANEOUS

Bar of Jurisdiction.—18, No court shall question the validity of any
direction or order issued under this Act,

.~ Bar of légal proceedings.—19. No suit, ' prosecution or other legal
proceedings shall lie against any person for anything which is "in good faith
done or intended to be done under this Act,

Power to delegata-—20. The State Government, may, by
notiﬁcalion in the Official Gazette, direct that any power excercisable
by it under this Act except the power under section 21 may
4lso be excensed subject to such condltion if any, as may be specified in the
notification, by such officer not below the rank ofa Deputy Commissioner as
may be specified therein.
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(1) The State Government may, by notification in the Ofticial

Gazette, make rules for carrying out the purposes of this Act.

(m) any other matter which is to be or may be prescribed under this
Act.

(3) In making rules under this Actthe State Governments may
provide that a contravention of the rules shall be pumshable with fine which
may extend to one bundred :upecs

{4) Every rule made undc: thlS section shall be laid, as soon as mway be
" after it is made, before the -Nagaland Legislitive Assembly while it is in
session for a total period of seven days, which may be comprised in one
session or in two successive sessions, and if, before, the expiry of the session
in which it is so laid or the sessions immediately following, the Nagaland
Legislative Assembly agree in making any modification in the rule or the
Nagaland Le'gi'slativé Assembly agree that the rule should not be made, the
-rule shall thereafter have effect only in such modified form or be or no effect
as the case may be ; so bowever, that any such medification or annulmeng
shall be withont prejudice to the validity of amything previously dote undes
that rule,
