Medical attendance and treatment.—8, A Minister shall be
entitled free of charge to accommeodation in hospitals maintained or approved
in this behalf by the Goverment and also to free medical treatment:

Explanation.—For the purpose of this sectiom, a ‘Minister’ shall in-
clude his wife, his children, step-children, minor brother and pareats wholly
dependent on him.

. Entertaiamant allowanzs.—), The Chief Minister shall be entitled
to an entertainmsat atlo vaance of rupzes five hundred per mensem, a Minister
and Minister of State to an entertainment allowance of rupees three
hundred and fifty per mensem, a Deputy Minister to an entertainment
allowance of rupees two hundred and filty per mensem and 2 Parliamentary

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Power to make rules.—10. (/) The State Government may, by
notification in the Official Gazette, make rules for carrying out the purpose
of this Act. :
