Preamble, —WHEREAS it is cxpedient to provide in accordunce
with the provisions of Article 191 () (a) of the Constitution of India that the
holders of the offices hereinafter mentioned shall not be disqualified for
hetng chosen as, and for being, 2 member of the Nagaland Legislative
Assembly ;

It is hefeby enacted in the Fifteenth Yeay of the Republic of lIndia
as follows 1— ’

Shat title, excent and commencement.—1, (1) This Act may be
called the Nagaland State Legislature Members” (Removal of Disqualifications)
Act, 1964. -

(2) It extends to the whole of Nagaland.

{3y 1t shall be Idefemed to have come into force on the 11th day of
February, 1964.

Removal of certain disqualifications —2, A person shall not be
and shall be deemed never to bave been disqualified for beipg chosea
as ot for being, 2 member of the Nagaland Legislative Assembly by reason
of the fact that he holds any of the offices specified in the Schedule appended
hereto, .
